(2003- present day). Malignant, meaning vampires are treated as creatures of pure horror, as popular
in the early films like Nosferatu, and Universal films. Erotic, meaning they were considered evil but
alluring, such as the Hammer films. Sympathetic, meaning they were seen as tragic monsters that were
to be pitied, but still feared, although they could sometimes be redeemed usually by becoming human
once more. And Individualist meaning that they could be bad, good, or in between, much like humans,
and their transformation to vampirism did not imply a change in morality.
